JUNIOR ACADEMY

Ten members of the Junior A ca demy were 
recently honored by the national Science Talent 
Search. One of them, Samuel R. Friedman of 
Woodrow Wilson High School, has been selected 
as Olle of the 40 national finalist s. As a finalist , 
he will exhibit hi s research work in ash'onomy 
at a W ashin g ton exhibition early in March and 
will be eligible for scholarship awards. 

Friedma n's research project was entitled "An 
Analysis of Dark Markings On The North 
Equatorial Belt of Saturn". The markin gs were 
observed prima rily through the National Capital 
Astronomers' five-inch refractor telescope on the 
Naval Observatory grounds and were ana lyzed for 
spatial frequency. The resulting frequency curves 
did not conform to theoretical expectation. F ried· 
man theorizes that this mal' be due to optical 
illusion , or to the pattern of refl ection from the 
planet's rings. H e is now plannin g furtber work 
on thi s problem . 

Other Junior Academy members who have 
been selec ted for the Science Talent Search honors 
group includ e the following high school seniors:

Taylor, M cLea n. The research work of these 
winners will be publi shed in the fir s t issue of 
the Journal of the Junior Academy. 

The research work of these area winner s vari ed 
widely. For instance, Frederick Moore pe r­
formed experiments on thermo-electri c cond·,c· 
tion, while Cathy Briggs made a study of 
Carotenoids and Vitamin A. Steve Bollt designed 
computer circuits and Gilbert Fritz design ed a 
rocket system. Michael Brownstein presented a 
seismic model study. 

The annual joint meeting of the WJAS with 
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the Ch emi ca'l Soc ie ty of Washington was h eld 
on F e bru a ry 11. The main spea ker was Dr. 
James Schulman of Naval Research La boratory, 
who spoke on " Crys tals: A Study in Order and 
Confusion". Dr. S'chulmau emphasized the 
development of our concepts of the crystal lattice 
on one hand, and such diversifying factor s as 
dislocations, interstitial vacancies and impurities 
on the oth er. 

During the program, the officers of the Junior 
Academy summarized the activities of this F all 
and Wintel'. They stressed such achi evements 
as the Sci ence Convention, the publica tion of 
the Redbook, the Science Trips, and the closer 
relationship with the school science clubs. 

The Annual joint meeting of WJAS with the 
Washington Academy of Sciences takes place on 
March 19. At that time, the Junior Academy 
will honor the T alent Search winn er s. 

SCIENCE AND 
DEVELOPMENT 

A new physical sciences lecture hall at 
the Uni,'el'sity of Maryland has been named 
in honor of Nathan L. Drake, former head 
of the Chemistry Department, who di ed las t 
October after 33 years of distinguished service 
to the University. The building, adjacent to the 
chemistry buildin g at the north end of the 
campus, was constructed under Dr. Drake's 
supervision at a cost of about $250,000. It has 
il large lecture hall with a capacity of 360, a 
smaller lecture hall, and a classroom. 

Ciencia intel'americana is the name of a 
new bimonthly periodical, of which Volume 1, 
Number 1 has just been issued by the Panamer· 
ican Union. This publication will carry news of 
scientific accomplishments in countri es of the 
Western Hemisphere, as well as reports on 
activities of th e Panamerican Union in various 
fields of sci ence_ The fir st issue contains a l ea· 
tme article by Bernardo Houssay, "Importancia 
del adelanto ci entifi co para el desarrollo y prospe· 
ridad de las Americas"; another on "El Oceano 
-La ultima gran frontera"; news of the Or· 
ganization of American States; and sundry reo 
ports on hemi sphe ric sc ientific activity. 

The Smithsonian Institution has l'eceived 
and placed on display a carbon specimen 
"eceived c.-om Fl"ench Equatorial Afl'ica, 
that weighs 740.25 cara ts and is the largest in 
any U. S. museum , a nd poss ibly in the world. 
Carboll, sometim es ca lled carbonado or black 
diamond, is an opaque, black, tough, compa ct 
varietl' of diamond. It is unexcelled for diamond 
rock drilling, but beca use of its scarcity is used 
only where ordinary ind ustri al diamonds cannot 
operate. It is al so useful in truing hard rubber 
wheels and other difficult g rinding operations. 
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
